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Environment Team Update

Municipality Waste Association’s
Spring Workshop

OFNTSC's Environment Team met with Dr. Dianne Saxe,
ex-Environmental Commissioner of Ontario at the
Municipality Waste Association’s 2019 Spring Workshop,
May 27-30, in Huntsville. Dr. Saxe expressed interest

in learning about First Nation endeavours in waste

reduction and management.

Discussions at the workshop revolved around initiatives
and efforts on minimizing waste and diversion efforts,
creating the waste reduction culture, innovative recycling
and processing practices and case studies. Dr. Saxe,

in her keynote address, discussed the nexus between
climate change and waste management and called for

continued actions and collective voices.
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OFNTSC organized a tour to the Dwight Transfer Station
and the TRI R Landfill, Recycling and Reuse Centre, Burk’s
Fall for the Waste Coordinators from 9 Tribal Councils
and two large First Nations.

Solid Waste Training Discussions

From June 11 - 13, OFNTSC's Environment Team met
with the First Nations Technical Services Advisory Group
Inc., Mi'lkmawey Green Communities Program, and

the Confederacy of Mainland Mikmagq for roundtable
discussions on Solid Waste Training across the regions,
community-based solid waste management strategy,
and a proposition for a regional advisory committee.

The group also visited the Alexander First Nation Waste
Transfer Station and met with two dedicated operators,
Reselle and Christy.




Community Energy Planning Workshop

OFNTSC's Environment Team and Independent

Energy Systems Operator (IESO) organized the first
Community Energy Planning Workshop for the IESO’s
Community Energy Champions from June 10-12, 2019 in
Thunder Bay.

Participants from Fort Severn FN, Independent First
Nations Alliance Tribal Council, Kasabonika FN, Kiashke
Zaaging Anishinaabek FN, Nibinamik FN, Sachigo Lake
FN, Seine River FN, Wabigoon Lake FN, and Wunnumin
Lake learned about the community energy plan concept,
the planning process, collecting baselines, energy
efficiency and conservation. Hydro One Network and
Hydro One Remotes provided an understanding on
electricity bills and cost saving programs.

The group visited a fully operational microgrid facility in

Gull Bay First Nation and a hands-on energy audit was
conducted at the Band Office and the Elder’s Residence.

OFNTSC, in partnership with Indigenous Services
Canada, Ontario Centre for Climate Impacts and
Adaptation Resources, Stantec, and RSI & Engineers
Canada, has developed a First Nations Infrastructure
Resilience Toolkit.

This Toolkit uses industry recognized climate risk
assessment principles to assess and fully document the
vulnerability and impacts of First Nations infrastructure
to current and future climate in a life-cycle asset
management context.

This two-and-a-half-day workshop will provide First
Nations with a better understanding of infrastructure
challenges in the face of extreme weather and future
climate events.
